REDUCING IDLING OF ALL MOTORIZED VEHICLES
Proposed by UWC Toronto

Subject: Environment — Air

Keywords: Air/Ozone | Climate change | Emissions | Environment | Health |
Sustainability

RESOLVED, that the Canadian Federation of University Women (CFUW) urge federal,
provincial, territorial and municipal governments to create and enforce standard limits,
through education, signage, and by law and regulation, to control the idling of motorized
vehicles for the protection of human health and the environment.

CRIMINALIZATION OF NON-STATE ACTOR TORTURE
Proposed by the CFUW International Relations Committee

Subject: Violence and Exploitation OR Justice — Criminal Code
Keywords: Crime | Equality/Human Rights | Justice | Violence | Women

RESOLVED, That the Canadian Federation of University Women (CFUW) urge the
Government of Canada to amend, immediately, the Criminal Code of Canada to include
torture committed by private individuals and organizations, (non-state actors) as a
specific and distinct criminal offence.

RESOLVED: That CFUW urge the Government of Canada to:
I. Exercise due diligence by initiating into Canadian policies and practices without
delay, all appropriate measures to ensure that no person is subjected to torture by
non-state actors;
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II. Respect the priority of gender-sensitive frameworks on the United Nations
agendas, given that women and girls are disproportionally affected by extreme
forms of violence; and

II1. Uphold Canada’s commitments to United Nations human rights instruments to
which Canada is a signatory.

CRIMINALISATION DE LA TORTURE COMMISE PAR DES ACTEURS NON
ETATIQUES
Proposée par le Comité des relations internationales FCFDU

IL EST DECIDE que la Fédération canadienne des femmes diplomées des universités
(FCFDU) exhorte le gouvernement du Canada a apporter des modifications immédiates
au Code criminel du Canada pour y inclure la torture pratiquée par des personnes et des
organisations (acteurs non étatiques) comme un acte criminel spécifique et distinct.

IL EST DECIDE que la FCFDU exhorte le gouvernement du Canada a :

I. Prendre les mesures voulues pour introduire, sans délai, dans les politiques et les
pratiques canadiennes, toutes les mesures appropriées pour s’assurer
qu’aucune personne ne soit soumise a la torture par des acteurs non étatiques,

II. Respecter la priorité accordée par les Nations Unies au sujet des cadres en
matiere de spécificité des sexes, étant donné que les femmes et les filles sont
concernées, de maniere disproportionnée, par les pires formes de violence, et

[ll. Confirmer les engagements du Canada envers les actes des droits de la personne
des Nations Unies, dont le Canada est signataire.
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
